Explanation:

Below is a diagram showing an HP 57 
OEM cartridge, and the volume of ink 
printed by an average customer:

As you can see, the OEM cartridge starts 
full, and finishes ‘near’ empty (the dry 
empty weight of an HP 57 is 32gms).

And below is an average refilled HP 57 
cartridge:

Not only is the average customer receiv-
ing 25-30% less ink than the OEM...

...but she is unable to use all the ink that 
was filled (due to incorrect fill/vent syn-
chronization).
